Memorandum of Understanding
between
Istanbul University
and

Belarusian State University

Istanbul University, represented by the Dean of the Faculty of Political
Sciences Prof. Dr. Aysegil Komsuoglu Citipitioglu, and the Belarusian State
University, represented by its Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs and
Internationalization of Education Konstantin Kozadaev, mentioned below as
«Parties», considering the development of international cooperation in the
field of education, science and technology to be of mutual advantage of both
Universities, agree on the following.

Article 1

Parties on the basis of equality and mutual interests will develop the
following forms of cooperation:

— academic exchanges of students at all levels (undergraduate,

master and post-graduate programmes);

—  visiting lecturers and researchers;

— double degree programmes;

—  fulfilment of joint research and educational projects;

— exchange of information, teaching materials and scientific reports;

— organising conferences, seminars, workshops and courses;

—  joint publications.

Article 2

Financial terms of any activity in the framework of this Memorandum
shall be determined in the additional agreements on the basis of available

financial resources.
It’s possible to involve other organizations and funds to finance the
cooperation.

Article 3

This Memorandum does not exclude other forms of cooperation that can
be proposed for discussion by any Party.
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All changes of the Memorandum cannot be realized without written
notification of the Parties.

Article 4

This Memorandum will come into force on the date of signature by the
corresponding authorities and will be effective as an ongoing Memorandum for

the period of 5 years.
Each Party can terminate this Memorandum by written notification of
another Party not later than 6 months before the ending of relations.

Article 5

Carrying out activity within the framework of the present Memorandum,
the parties will observe the legislation of the Republic of Turkey and the
Republic of Belarus.

Disputes arising under this Memorandum shall be resolved through
discussions and negotiations between the parties.

The Memorandum is drawn up in 4 (four) copies in the English and
Russian languages, all texts being equally authentic.
